The Brevard County Supervisor of Elections Office is
preparing for a busy primary season, in whict
numerous Republicans will be on the ballot in race
ranging from governor to Canaveral Port Authority.

Republican voters also will be able to cast ballots i
nonpartisan races. In Brevard, there are 19 candidat
for judicial, school board and Sebastian Inlet positions.

Because he primary election in Florida involves
candamlates lskebotld feder@ll andbstate levels on the
same ballot, the arcane McCairFeingold Bipartisan
Campaign Reform Act prohibits the dissemination
of certain information within 120 days of an
election. Therefore,by law, we are not allowed to
mention federal candidate namescombined with
non-federal candidate names or ballot and voting
details and dates This information is available,
however, on the Supervisor of Elections website, at
www.votebrevard.com
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Supervisor of Elections Lori Scott says
- that as of July 1, there ar853,206
=N votersregistered in the county: 151, 574
0 Republicans; 129,865 Democrats; and
71,767 other or no party affiliation.
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The deadline for candates to declare for office was
June 18, when they had to file a campaign finance forr
Only when that was done were the candidates free
accept qualifying petitions and campaign donations
Scott says that most candidates qualified by paying
filing fee rather than submitting petitions, the numbg
of which depended on a percentage of registered voters
for the specific position. Also, depending upon thg
annual salary for specific positions, those filing fee
ranged from $25 to more than $8,000.
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Sampleballots for specific precincts will be mailed to
voters in early August, and of course not all candidate
will be on the ballot in every precinct. Since Florida i$
a closeegprimary state, ballots are paigpecific;
however, there is an anomaly to stédev that will
allow Democrats and independents to vote in thrg
Republican races.
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Scott says these sopal | ed Aunivers
occur because only Republicans qualified to run, ar
that opened up the voting to everyone. These will be
the Distict 29 State Representative race, in whick
Ralph Poppell is terdimited; the Clerk of Courts race,
in which Scott Ellis is taking early retirement; and the
race for the Canaveral Port Authority District 1 seat.

Some candidates who had no primary oppositvill
run in the November 2 general election; some who ha
no opposition have been deemed already elected; and i
some races there are qualified wiitecandidates who
will only challenge in the general election.

The polls will be open on Primary Dayom 7 am to 7
pm. Voters will fill in circles on their ballots and place

them in optical scan machines. Touch screen machines |

also will be at each precinct location for handicapped
voters to use.

Consolidation this year has resulted in 42 fewe
precincs and 13 fewer polling stations than there werge
for the 2008 elections. Scott says before finalizing the
cuts, she met with the Republican and Democratic panty
chairs in Brevard for their input.

The Supervisor of Elections Office has 28 full time
employees at its five locations and warehouse, and fc
the primary will use 2,000 temporary and poll workers.

Scott, who is in the middle of a foyear term as
Elections Supervisor, has more than two decades
experience working for five different state legislrsi
most recently serving as chief legislative assistant f
State Senator Mi ke Har.i
